Blessedness in Persecutions

“Blessed are those who are persecuted for righteousness’ sake, for theirs is the kingdom of
heaven. Blessed are you when they revile and persecute you, and say all kinds of evil against
you falsely for My sake. Rejoice and be exceedingly glad, for great is your reward in heaven, for
so they persecuted the prophets who were before you” (Matthew 5:10-12).

In these words, Jesus addresses a profound and significant theme for every believer:
persecutions and hardships that come due to faithfulness to Him. It might seem surprising that
trials and troubles can lead to good, but Jesus promises that this is the case. Let's explore how
these truths can be applicable to our lives.

1. Understanding difficulties and persecutions in the life of a Christian

Questions:

What difficulties in a person's life can arise due to his own fault: inexperience and
sinfulness? (Prov. 15:22, James 1:14, Eccl. 7:17)

What difficulties does God permit as part of the educational process? (1Peter 4:1, 1Peter
1:6-7)

What attacks can come from the godless world and the devil? (2 Tim. 3:12, John 15:20)
What is meant by persecutions for righteousness? (Luke 9:23, Acts 14:22, 2 Tim. 3:12)
How can persecutions become a blessing for the believer? (Jam. 1:2-4; 1Peter 4:12-13)

2. Our attitude towards sorrows, persecutions, and persecutors

Questions:

How should Christians react to sorrows and persecutions in their life? (1 Peter 2:19, 1
Peter 3:16, Lam. 3:37-40, 1Thes. 3:3, 1Cori. 10:10, Matt. 5:12)

When should Christians endure lies and slander about them for Christ’'s sake, and when
is it necessary to defend their righteousness and reputation? (2Sam 16:5-12, Acts 16:35-
39, John 18:23)

What attitude towards persecutors did Jesus teach? (Matt. 5:44, Luke 23:34)

3. Eternal future and reward

Questions:

What lesson can be learned from the persecutions of the early Christians? (Acts 5:41)
What promise is given to those who suffer for righteousness? (Rom. 8:17, Rev. 2:10)

How does faith and love for God help to endure temporary difficulties? (Matt. 10:37-39,
2Cor. 4:17-18, Heb. 11:26, 1Peter 5:10)
